Draft Park City Environmental Management System (EMS)
Jeff Schoenbacher reviewed and summarized the major components of the redrafted Park City EMS.    The following points were emphasized in group discussion:

· The soils ordinance changes have been enacted, and are being enforced as necessary.

· The EMS still needs City Council approval.  Work group members would like to receive notice of the City Council meeting at which this will be discussed, so they can attend and provide their support.

· Park City wishes to conduct soil sampling on as many lots within the soils ordinance area as possible over the summer and fall 2003.  The larger the number of lots sampled, the more persuasive the data will be to EPA and UDEQ.  Since providing access for soil sampling is voluntary, the City welcomes assistance from homeowners’ associations and work group members.  An outreach strategy was developed – see flipchart notes attached.

· Loan program still needs to be developed.  Tom Bakaly will develop the process, which will need a resolution from City Council before implementation.  Tom Ward expressed interest in the details of the loan program.

· All public education and outreach documents in tab sections of the EMS are still in draft form.  Any comments or suggestions for improvement should be submitted directly to Jeff Schoenbacher.

· What steps can be taken to ensure that the brochure for new home owners actually reaches the right individuals?  Tom Ward will talk with the title industry to explore this.

The EMS also includes a description of the “biocell” proposal for the Prospector drain outfall.  While this project is not within the scope of the soils ordinance work group’s efforts, there was great interest in learning more about the project.   One participant encouraged the City to highlight the community-building aspects of this project – protecting additional open space – in addition to the practical treating contamination purpose.
