Planned Summer 2005 EMS and Soil Sampling Activities
Park City has already sent out awareness letters to residents within the soils ordinance area alerting them to the levels of lead under the cap.  The environmental management handbook has also been widely distributed.  The Best Management Practices handbook will be revised in the fall and re-distributed.   Close to $11,000 was spent for the Top Soil Assistance Program (TSAP) last year, and continued funding is in the city budget for 2005.  Park City’s EMS program has twice received national recognition – the program was included in the “Examples of Programs for Cities” database of the National League of Cities, and was written up twice in the ESRI publication.

The goal for summer 2005 is to conduct soil sampling at the same number of properties as last year, or more.    Approximately 20 properties will be sampled in conjunction with obtaining a certificate of compliance.     Park City has scheduled soil sampling to begin in mid-July.  Five property owners have already volunteered to have their soil sampled this summer, leaving a need for 30+ additional volunteers.  The group decided that last year’s method for soliciting volunteers (invitation letters, followed by neighborhood meetings) was successful and should be repeated.
Action Items
After receiving relevant facts from Jeff Schoenbacher [as of 4/18/05:  done], Lisa Cilva Ward will draft an invitation letter to Prospector residents to solicit soil sampling volunteers.  The draft will be circulated among the work group members, with the final version mailed out under the mayor’s, Jeff Schoenbacher’s, and work group members’ signatures in early May.

Depending on the response to the invitation letter, home meetings to solicit additional volunteers will be scheduled as needed.

There was discussion about using the neighborhood lobster fest, scheduled for June 17, 2005, as an opportunity to communicate the successes of the EMS program, solicit additional volunteers if needed, and celebrate the site’s removal from CERCLIS (if it has been finalized by this date).  Mayor Dana Williams will be asked to be the City’s representative to speak at the lobster fest.  [As of 4/18/95:  Done; no response received yet.]

The meeting ended with a discussion between Park City and Summit County Health about the disposal of mine tailings at the county landfill site.
