Summer 2004 EMS and Soil Sampling Activities
Park City sampled two categories of properties over the summer:

· 34 properties with Certificates of Compliance volunteered for XRF sampling.  Average lead readings were 333 ppm.  Four lots had excessive lead levels and are using the Top Soil Assistance Program to correct the problems and get the lots back into compliance.  It is suspected that each of these four lots practiced non-compliant landscaping activities.
· 24 additional properties were sampled to qualify for a Certificate of Compliance.  All of these lots were below the 1000-ppm lead concentration threshold.
Park City conducted various educational efforts as outlined in the EMS, including:

· sending out lead awareness letters,

· producing a Best Management Practices brochure,

· increasing awareness of the soils ordinance and capping requirements with real estate attorneys, local physicians and land management companies,

· finalizing a soils ordinance handbook, and

· supporting the County blood testing program.

The soils ordinance itself was revised to exclude the Chatham area, and to include the Marsac Mill area.

Enforcement action is planned for 19 lots where capping is still required.

Regulator Response
Both EPA and UDEQ expressed satisfaction that the past concerns with the ordinance are being addressed, and that the soil sampling data set from this summer generally confirms the long-term effectiveness of the soils ordinance.  The small rate of failures in the first year’s soil sampling demonstrates that the soils ordinance and EMS education program are successful, yet necessary.
EPA stated that it would take the efforts necessary to archive the Prospector site from CERCLIS.  Once that has been accomplished, and assuming that Park City continues to implement the soils ordinance and EMS activities (including soil sampling, education and enforcement), EPA will view this as a local issue.

Looking to 2005
Much of the success of the 2004 soil sampling initiative is attributable to the active involvement of work group members who reside in Prospector in encouraging volunteers.  

The geographic area covered by the soils ordinance is likely to change as more information becomes available about the level and extent of lead in soils in other parts of Park City.  The ordinance area will continue to change to reflect on-the-ground conditions.

Lisa Cilva Ward offered to draft a letter of support from residents in the work group, to encourage the City Council to maintain adequate funding for the Top Soil Assistance Program.

Park City, with the help of local work group members, will plan a celebration in late spring / early summer 2005 to highlight the site’s removal from CERCLIS.    A meeting is scheduled for April 12, 2005,  both to plan the celebration and to develop a strategy to identify volunteers for the 2005 round of soil sampling under the EMS.  The possibility was discussed of moving the neighborhood lobster fest to June and coordinating the soils ordinance celebration with that event.
The meeting adjourned with kudos and thanks to all in the work group for their patience, energy, and willingness to listen and learn from each other to find a permanent solution.  Other than local get-togethers, no additional work group meetings are planned.
